ELECTION OF CHURCH COUNCILLORS 
 

UCA Regulations require the Congregation to form a Church 
Council “to build up the Congregation in faith and love, sustain 
members in hope, and lead the Congregation to a fuller  

participation in Christ’s mission in the world.”  Our Council is com-
prised by twenty-five elected members and the ministers ex officio.
